We should have a 
sample in the shop soon. 
 
Second Saturday Sampler has been such a success that we can’t wait to 
start a new one on the Second Saturday in February 2010.  We are 
changing the program slightly for 2010.  In February, you enroll for 
$60.  On the Second Saturday of each month for the rest of the year, if 
you attend the demo session and have your block from the prior month 
complete, then you will get a $5 shop gift card.  If you don’t miss a 
demo session or a block all year, then at the end of the year, you will 
have made 12 quilt blocks for $5 out of pocket. 
 
Jo’s Little Women Club—Jo Morton has just announced the release of 
Series 9, and we have it on order.  Make a Civil War Doll Quilt each 
month starting in January 2010. 
 
We will be continuing with Strip Club, Quilt Finishers, and Thangles 
Buck-A-Block—all starting in January.

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S T R I P  C L U B  4 T H  S A T U R D A Y  

We have had great response to our strip club quilts this past year.  For those of you who haven’t discovered this yet, strip club fea-
tures quilts made using 2 1/2” strips.  Because the strips are pre-cut, these quilts are usually fast and fun to make.  We will debut the 
quilt on the fourth Saturday of each month.  If you come to the shop on the fourth Saturday, you can see the quilt and purchase the 
strip set for that quilt for $35.  After the fourth Saturday, any remaining strips from that quilt will be available for purchase for $40, 
so you can save $5 by visiting us on Strip Club day.  You can choose to make just the quilts that you like—there is no ongoing obli-
gation.  
 
The November strip club featured browns and blacks. 
There will not be a strip club quilt for December because of the holidays, but watch for a batik strip quilt in January. 

October Strip Quilt—Timber 

We offer a frequent shopper card that is good for $20 off after you reach $200 in purchases.  The only exclusions are sales tax, gift 
certificates, classes, quilting services, and discounted items. 

Discounts cannot be combined.  When multiple discounts are involved (ex. Sale fabric & a birthday discount), then you would get the 
greater of the two. 

Through the end of this year we offer a birthday discount good for half of your age.  For example, 52 years of age would get 26% off.  The 
discount is good 1 week before to 1 week after your birthday, and you must announce your birthday before your sale is complete.
